“A parent-child relationship might be compared to a bank account. Every negative act (a frown, a
slap, a “no”, or “I'm busy”) is like a withdrawal from the account. In contrast, affectionate, caring
actions are like deposits in the relationship account. If the withdrawals exceed the deposits, the
relationship breaks down in mutual distrust and isolation. It becomes bankrupt.”

Research shows...

e Generosity in preschool boys was more
likely when they viewed their fathers as
nurturing, affectionate and comforting.

e Kindness in children grades 3 to 6 was
more likely when their fathers partici-
pated in caring for them during infancy

e« Loving fathers who provide reasonable,
firm guidance without imposing their will
promote competence in their children.
Unloving, punitive, authoritarian fathers
tend to produce dependent, withdrawn,
anxious and dejected children.

e« Warm, accepting fathers tend to have chil-
dren with high self-esteem. Alienated
adolescents view their parents as hostile
and non-accepting.

As a parent or guardian, you
are your child’s first teacher.
There are many things you
can do to give your child a
solid and enjoyable educa-
tional beginning.

Encourage your child to
“read’:

o Before they read actual
words, children like to pre-
tend to read. They follow
the pictures in a familiar
book, tell the story from
memory or make up their
own narrative. Encourage
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your child to “read” books
to you, other family mem-
bers and even dolls and
stuffed animals.

If your child asks you to
write down a story or label
a picture, read the words
back exactly as your child
said them. Avoid the
temptation to correct your
child’'s words. Reading the
exact words back is how
you help your child make
the connection between
spoken and written lan-
guage.

Encourage your child to do
his or her own writing, in
whatever form, and read it
back to you. Your child
will come to think of him-
self or herself as a writer
and a reader. Your child
may need lots of encour-
agement to do this; many
young children are hesi-
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tant to try something they
know they can't do like
adults do. Accept all your
child’s efforts.

Display your child’s writ-

e Display your child's writ-
ing in all it's forms, iIn-
cluding scribble letters
and words based on word
sounds. It shows that you
value and support your
child’s efforts.

e Take photos of temporary
writing, such as writing
with sticks in the mud,
and display the photos.

e Tape, pin or clip the writ-
ing on surfaces that your
child and other family
members can easily see.

e Post the writing at your
child’'s eye level so your
child can see and appreci-
ate his or her own efforts.
